Please read all of the instructions carefully before you complete the Application Form.

The Application Form is used to apply for the need-based scholarship funds from all of the programs
listed on the reverse side of these instructions. All the information you provide in the application will be
treated in strict confidence. The application will be copied and distributed to the selection committees of
the various organizations who provide scholarships through CCSF. Therefore, limit your responses to
the space provided on the application form. Please do not enclose a resume.

Eligibility: To be eligible for scholarship from the funds listed on the reverse side of these instructions,
you must be a current or past resident of Concord or Carlisle, or have attended school in either of these
towns.

How to Apply:

1. Complete the Application Form with care. (Remember, your application is the Awards
Committee’s first impression of you as a candidate for financial assistance.)

2. Sign and date the Application Form at the bottom of page 2.

4. Complete the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA). After fully completing and
submitting the FAFSA, you will receive a report from the federal government called the Student
Aid Report (SAR) with a calculation of the Estimated Family Contribution (EFC). Please
make a copy of your SAR and mail it to the address listed in instruction 3 above. Please do not
send any other financial document to CCSF other than the SAR. Registration for the FAFSA is
available online at www.fafsa.ed.gov. In order for your application to be considered, we must
receive a copy of your SAR which includes the EFC calculation no later than April 1st.
Please plan accordingly since it might take up to four weeks for your FAFSA to be processed
after submission. Please note that without the necessary analysis of need provided by the
FAFSA SAR, the Awards Committee will consider your application incomplete.

5. Request that your secondary school send a copy of your latest transcript to CCSF at the above
address before April 1st. It can take up to one month for transcripts to be processed by your
school.

6. CCSF will contact you by US Mail with an interview appointment time for a weekday evening in
early May.
